	Directions (for teacher to administer assessment task):
1. Explain Task: 
· Show them a picture of a Giant.  Explain to them his foot is 30 inches long.  You will see how much longer his foot is than yours.  But first you must trace your foot.
· Show them how to help each other to trace their foot onto the blank sheet of paper. They should label each person’s tracing.
· Once each person’s foot is traced, the owner should use a ruler to draw a straight line from the heel to the longest part of the foot.  This line is what will be measured.
2. Hand out assessment.  Explain it is an assessment.  They will work in partners to do the above.  However, they will work independently to measure their foot and to figure out the difference between the two measurements.
3. Pass out materials.
4. Students to do the tracing portion of this assessment. 
5. Students work independently to measure and solve. (Note that students should be selecting their own tools to measure.  Have the measuring tools ready for them but they should pick them on their own.)
7. Collect assessments.

	Correct or Model Answer:
 Answers will vary.
Students should be able to accurately measure to the nearest inch.
Then they should be able to determine how much longer the Giant’s foot is than their own.
Finally they should use comparative phrases such as “ The Giant’s foot is   ____________ inches longer than mine.”
