· Have students work independently on the task. 

· As students are doing the assessment, note if the students are taking too long on a certain problem.

(Example of an explanation)

If I start with 703, if I take away 10, I know that it would take me down somewhere past 700 because there are only 3 ones and no tens in 703.  That means that I will take away 3 and then I have 7 left (because 10 = 3 + 7).  If I take away 7 from 700, it would leave me with 693.  I know that the number has to end with the number 3 because the ones place should not be changing.
